God’s Word until Christ returns.

Preamble:

I am greatly inspired by the theme for this month, in that it
brings to memory of my early encounter with God about being
heavenly minded, also, of being earthly useful until Christ re-
turns. I consider being Christ’'s ambassador, the highest of the
highest calling any believer in Christ intending to achieve their
desire goals in life on this side of heaven can be. I pray that this
edition will afford us some light into it.

When you take time to ponder some of the definitions and high-
lights as obtained from Wikipedia, the free encyclopedia, you will
come to probably have in mind the concept of God by the scrip-
tures concerning you; and all believers in Christ Jesus as ambas-
sador’s for Christ. Note that I did not say ambassador of God, so
take note of that; Is for Christ and about Christ.

Another concept I also want to make clear before getting into the
intrigue of this month’s theme is the concept of the Kingdom of
God and Kingdom of Heaven. In Matthew 16:18-19, the
scriptures has this to say: “"And I will give thee the keys of the
kingdom of Heaven and whatsoever thou shall bind on Earth
shall be bound in heaven and whatsoever thou shall loose on
earth shall be loose in heaven”. The keys, is not of the Church
but of the kingdom of heaven for the church. A key is a badge of
power or authority (Isaiah 22:22-25, Revelation.1:18).

While the book of Matthew majorly uses the kingdom of heaven,
books of Luke and Mark uses kingdom of God. They are synon-
ymously used, for they have lots in common but do not mean the
same thing:

The kingdom of God - Is the sovereignty of God over all crea-
tures and things (Psalm 103:19, Daniel 4:3), that is, the ever-
lasting and universal kingdom of God. That is to say that kingdom
of God includes the kingdom of heaven. (Matthew 6:33)

The kingdom of heaven - is principally talking of the domain of
God in the life and affairs of men on earth as it affects the entire
human race (excluding Angels, Creatures etc.). The kingdom of
heaven has a relationship with the EARTH - (Psalm 24:1;
115:16; Matthew 6:10, 1 John 4:17b) meaning: “For I will
give you the keys of the life (kingdom) of heaven to use (live)
within you on earth until the end of the age, then — “whatsoever
you shall bind (allow or disallow) . . . lose (disallow or allow) . . .
on earth . . . shall be bind or loose in heaven”. No wonder the
prayer, “. . . let your will be done on earth as it is done in heav-
en . . . and for as He (Christ) is so are we in this world”.
(Emphasis mine).

The word kingdom - is a formed prefixes of two words - "King and
Domain” - meaning a king with a domain (a place of dominion,
power and authority). And kingdom speaks of - ROYALTY, and
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one other mark or attributes of royalty is WEALTH/RICHES
(Finance - money), which could be in cash (silver/paper) or kind
(Gold), marble, precious stones etc.) - Haggai 2:6-9; Revela-
tion 21:18-21; Psalms 21:18-21; Psalms 144:10-15.

When we consider oneself as being born again or a new creation
into the kingdom of God and the heaven, it has a lot of implica-
tions. This, I will trust the Holy Spirit to help me expand in this
edition.

God’s Embassy: Man - The Ambassador.

No wonder many are sick and others are called home long before
their tenure on earth which is called a persona non grata: an
unacceptable person to represent his country anymore.

New Creation: Anh Ambassador Act Of Grace

2 Corinthians 5:17-21 "Therefore if any man be in Christ, he
is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things
are become new. 18 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled
us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry
of reconciliation; 19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling
the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them;
and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation. 20
Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did
beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye rec-
onciled to God. 21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who
knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in
him.”

Romans 3:24 "“Being justified freely by his grace through the
redemption that is in Christ Jesus.

Titus 3:7 "That being justified by his grace, we should be

The new creation is the entrance to being an ambassador for
Christ; note, an ambassador for Christ not of Christ. What we
lost in Eden by Adam was restored to us in Christ Jesus that we
might live and reign in life again as in Romans 5:17, 21. We
lost the role of an ambassador and as God’s embassy through
the treason of man but Christ Jesus came, paid the redemption
price that we might not only be free but be justified in God’s
sight and live again to be His Christ ambassador on earth.

To be justified means to be declared righteous, discharged and
acquitted, as if no crime or treason was once committed. Hence
the new creation that offers us the ambassadorial role has no
pass. For God was in Christ Jesus, reconciling the world unto
himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them again. Hence
all things have become new. You have no pass when you come
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into Christ by the redemption He has offered us all. You need to
think, talk and act in this consciousness if you must live and reign
as an ambassador for Christ.

This act of new creation that offers you and qualifies us all into
the ambassadorial role is an act of grace. God’s Riches At Christ
Expense. God’s unmerited favour lavishly expended and poured
upon all - rich, poor, wicked and more. It's of grace so that no
man can be egotistic about it and rob others of it. It's of grace
that the making is an act of God and should not be treated lightly.
Those that have made light of it have ended with God’s sore pun-
ishment as in Hebrews 10:28-30 "He that despised Moses' law
died without mercy under two or three witnesses: 29 Of how
much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought
worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and
hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was
sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the
Spirit of grace? 30 For we know him that hath said, Vengeance
belongeth unto me, I will recompense, saith the Lord. And again,
The Lord shall judge his people.”

Grace may be free for you, but it cost God His son - Lord and sav-
iour-king Christ Jesus; and it cost Christ Jesus His life for our re-
demption to be. Apostle Paul knowing the implication of being giv-
en an ambassadorial role “a persona non grata” said in Gala-
tians 2:20, 21 that he guards his grace jealously and does not
wish to frustrate the grace, an opportunity given to him to be
Christ’'s ambassador. He said, he crucified, put to death every av-
enue of self, I and me, so that the grace offered him to be God’s
embassy and an ambassador for Christ are not frustrated. This is
to show that there is a possibility of frustrating the grace, an op-
portunity to be God’s representative and miss it. And of course,
many have become an echo today instead of a voice by living on
the past opportunity not knowing they are already given by the
heavens “a persona non grata”. They may still make heaven,
but are no longer God’s voice on earth as John the Baptist (John
1:22-23) but noise makers. There is a difference between being
a voice ambassador and a noise (echo) maker ambassador.

God’s Instrument of Change: Christ’'s Ambassador

2 Chronicles 16:9 “"For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro
throughout the whole earth, to shew himself strong in the behalf
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of them whose heart is perfect toward him. Herein thou hast done
foolishly: therefore from henceforth thou shalt have wars”

2 Chronicles 7:13-15 "If I shut up heaven that there be no
rain, or if I command the locusts to devour the land, or if I send
pestilence among my people; 14 If my people, which are called
by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my
face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from
heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.15 Now
mine eyes shall be open, and mine ears attent unto the prayer
that is made in this place.”

Oh that this teaching might sink into our spirit being and not our
head. 2 Chronicles 16:9, indicates that God’s eyes are still
searching and wanting in His long-suffering towards men, deter-
mining to raise more ambassadors whom He will make strong on
the face of the earth, to make the history and the difference for
mankind. God wants to make Himself strong on earth, but only
by you being man whom He has said earlier “let them have do-
minion” (not let us) can He bring about the change mankind
needs. But are you ready to volunteer with a perfect, that is,
wholesome heart that He might bring the change the world
needs today on earth.

2 Chronicles 7:13-15 indicates the three facts of life affecting
the global world today: food (hunger/thirst), sickness
(diseases) and economy collapse. Suffice to say that these fac-
tors, knowing and unknowing, have their spiritual implications on
individuals, families and nations. Sometimes, they are as a result
of natural or man-made factor, that is, created out of zeal with-
out wholesome knowledge and understanding for wisdom to play
a part, as we have seen nations coming together to fight global
warming, environmental hazards and economic forums. As I was
concluding this edition, I overhead that the European Union Cen-
tral Bank has reduced their interest rate; devaluing its worth be-
cause the economy is dwindling so that growth might kick in.
How many nations have done the same before and may likely do
same and more again.

the farmer. Plants grow, crops are produced, mankind and Ani-
mals have food to eat and industries have raw materials as a re-
sult. Where there is no rain, there will be no growth, diminished
produce, there will be lack and rivers will run dry.

The Locust simply put, indicates the devourer of a growing
productivity or economy. Today, nations are blaming each other
for the causes failing economy, politicians are blaming each other
for the failure of their economy, because the locusts have de-
voured nations and world economy suddenly in their midst of their
acclaimed booming days. You need to see the level of divorce and
family breakdown as a result of the economy with scarcity in fam-
ilies, joblessness and business closure in the land. Only the heav-
ens through His ambassadors that will arise like Joseph of Egypt
can fix it and I show you how soon.

Pestilence speaks of sickness and disease. The world is losing
count on the level of sickness and disease that nation’s budgets
are consuming day by day.

Every ambassador to any nation in the world has primary objec-
tives more or less an assignment they are expected to carry out
and uphold for their country of origin while in the receiving na-
tion where they represent their country. Earlier in the preamble
some of these their inter alia were mentioned.

More also, in the kingdom of heaven on earth where God has
called us to be His embassy and Christ's ambassador, He has
given us an assignment. Everyone who by virtue has found
Christ to become a new creation is called into a peculiar ministry
called “"The Ministry of Reconciliation”. This does not require
a bible school or special theological seminary for approval. You
don’t need any specially forty days and forty nights fasting and
prayers. It is a call for all who by virtue of grace are called new
creation in Christ Jesus and are made to be Ambassadors for
Christ. You don’t need a pastoral or apostolic or prophet desig-
nation to be in this special called ministry of God. So don't tell
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me you can’t be relevant until you have a pastoral designation. No
emblem required, it is God’s automatic call to be an ambassador
for Christ. It is a God given choice for which you are accountable
for now, being today and life to come.

To ensue you are not limited in your duty as an ambassador, God
has made available for all, the constitution which is imbedded with
the “"Word of Reconciliation”. The scriptures say God has com-
mitted unto us the Word of reconciliation. In other words,
granting mankind the visa of peace to come into the bosom of
God, their creator, because of what Christ Jesus is done. One ma-
jor call for all in life is with the Words of reconciliation. That is the
main and central duty or assignment for and of all ambassadors.

To buttress the ambassadorial role, John 15:16 and 2 Corinthi-
ans 1:21 indicates, that it is God who have chosen you, estab-
lished you and ordained and anointed you to bear the fruit that
abide and abound in this assignment. To ordain or anoint is to put
a seal of approval. The scriptures say in 1 John 2:20-21, that
this anointing is within you. Fan it to flame I challenge you today;
and cause your ambassadorial role to be activated as you activate
your assignment with God.

The Authority: A Command

Luke 10:19 "Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents
and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing
shall by any means hurt you.”

Mark 16:15-20 "And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world,
and preach the gospel to every creature. 16 He that believeth and
is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be
damned. 17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In
my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new
tongues; 18 They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any
deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick,
and they shall recover. 19 So then after the Lord had spoken unto
them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of
God. 20 And they went forth, and preached every where, the
Lord working with them, and confirming the word with signs
following. Amen.” (See Matthew 28:18-20)

Isaiah 54:17 "No weapon that is formed against thee shall pros-
per; and every tongue that shall rise against thee in judgment
thou shalt condemn. This is the heritage of the servants of the Lord,
and their righteousness is of me, saith the Lord”.

Isaiah 55:3-5 "Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and your
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soul shall live; and I will make an everlasting covenant with you,
even the sure mercies of David. 4 Behold, I have given him for
a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the
people. 5 Behold, thou shalt call a nation that thou knowest not,
and nations that knew not thee shall run unto thee because of the
Lord thy God, and for the Holy One of Israel; for he hath glorified
thee.”

In nature every ambassador representing their nation have nev-
er being assigned with any duty without the necessary power to
do what they are expected to achieve. Much more God, will not
assign an obligation to His own ambassador and embassy with-
out the necessary tools that secure their safety and empower
their reason to function for Him.

Isaiah 55:3-5, indicates that God expects His ambassador to
know that he is a witness to the people about his country where-
in he is sent, that is the kingdom of heaven; and that he is a
leader and not a mediocre and a commander of the host of
heaven on the behalf of God to the people on earth. Hence the
ambassador can relate his life to the scriptures of Isaiah 54:17
in order to do life with men on earth, advancing the kingdom of
our God and keeping the enemy and his cohorts at bay.

When the ambassador realises the above paragraph and begins
to exercise his duty with the empowerment made available, then
Luke 10:19 becomes operative; and as he obeys the word “go”
of Mark 16: 15-20, the act of significance will begin to show up
strongly with God’s presence in all ways. God will always make
provision for all His assignments. He will always commend what
He commands to be. God has delegated the power of attorney
and made available His authority to all that believe in Christ Je-
sus; and made us all to be His ambassador and embassy on the
earth in discharging His assignment with this power and authori-
ty. Take a step of faith today and turn fear-alleluia to faith-
alleluia.

Volunteer: Willing & Obedience

Psalm 110:1-3 "A Psalm of David. The LORD said unto my Lord,
Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy foot-
stool. The LORD shall send the rod of thy strength out of Zion:
rule thou in the midst of thine enemies. Thy people shall be
willing in the day of thy power, in the beauties of holiness from
the womb of the morning: thou hast the dew of thy
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youth” (Hebrews 12:22-24; Psalms 133; Obadiah 1:17)

Isaiah 1:19 "If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall eat the good
of the land”

Job 36:11 "If they obey and serve him, they shall spend their
days in prosperity, and their years in pleasures.”

The good Lord wants to use you to bring the enemy to his knees
and under our footstool today and forever. He wants to make His
ambassadorial Church called Zion as an avenue to get this accom-
plishment. God foresees what people made in His image and like-
ness are going through day by day, but He is limited. Man is the
only upright being on two feet made by God; and to live on earth
to do and actualise the changes, salvation, redemption and more
that humanity craves for can only be done by man. God is a Spirit
-being hence Christ the anointed one, God, has to come to earth
as Jesus meaning our saviour because God can’t break His word;
for the law to live on earth is that you must be born of a woman,
just as to be of heaven you must be born of the Spirit.

Today God craves for men like you. God’s picture of candidates
for the ambassadorial call is a willing heart and an obedient spirit.
God wants to give peace to men, hope to men and life to men,
but he needs a vessel and not an ornament. He wants people who
will be willing and ready to make His power known to all men and
to principalities and powers the manifold, multi-sided wisdom and
grace of God - Ephesians 3:9-11 "And to make all men see
what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of
the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus
Christ: 10 To the intent that now unto the principalities and pow-
ers in heavenly places might be known by the church the manifold
wisdom of God, 11 According to the eternal purpose which he pur-
posed in Christ Jesus our Lord”

God is looking for a willing and obedient heart. An available heart
is what God seeks after and not an I-know-it-all heart. Not a
made up heart as an ornament, but a ready and available heart is
all God seeks after. He says in Isaiah 1:19 that an ambassador
that is willing and obedient to the service of representing His
kingdom mandate will eat the good of the land. In fact Job 36:11
says those who obey to serve, because service is the call of duty,
will spend their days in prosperity and their years in pleasures.

This is the day of His power, let's volunteer and be willing for the
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master service so that the enemy powers are overturned, they
are subdued and kept at bay so that we can go living trium-
phantly, victoriously and achieving our desired goals and assign-
ment. Our Lord Christ, being revealed in the life of men will take
you then to a place of significance and awesome wonders: from
poverty to prosperity, from obscurity to popularity, from who are
you to how are you. No more room for poverty-luyah, afraid-
luyah, fear-luyah etc., but HOSSANA HALLELUYAH in all life cir-
cumstances.

Ambassadorial Keys: The Word & Prayers

Matthew 16:19 "I will give you the keys of the kingdom of
heaven; and whatever you bind (declare to be improper and
unlawful) on earth [a]Jmust be what is already bound in heaven;
and whatever you loose (declare lawful) on earth [b]must be
what is already loosed in heaven” (Amplified)

Acts 6:4 "But we will give ourselves continually to prayer, and to
the ministry of the word"

Acts 5:20 "Go, stand and speak in the temple to the people all
the words of this life”

God has promised to give us the keys of the kingdom of heaven.
Keys are badge of authority and power. They are to help us set
men free and afford them the visa of grace into grace eternal
blessing in Christ Jesus, our Saviour and Lord. These keys ena-
ble us in our ambassadorial mandate to stand in between for
men and God as Priest and prophets and as king against satan
and his cohorts against mankind. (Revelation 1:5-6; 5:9-10; 1
Peter 2:5,9; 1 Corinthians 14:3-5). The two levels of keys
that I want to look at in this edition are as written in Acts 6:4 —
Prayers and the Word. This will help you to go, stand up boldly
and declare all the Words of this life as in Acts 5:20.

a). The Word: Kingdom Constitution

2 Timothy 2:15 "Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a
workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the
word of truth.”

Matthew 22:29 "Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err,
not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God.”

2 Timothy 3:16-17 "“All scripture is given by inspiration of
God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for
instruction in righteousness: 17 That the man of God may be per-
fect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.”
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In life, when people are no longer inspired, they expire. When one
is inspired, one then aspires. An ambassador cut off from his
source will soonest dies of aspiration because there is no inspira-
tion. When we are inspired, we are empowered by revelation to
do the works of Him that has made us ambassador. 2 Timothy
3:16-17 indicates that the scriptures are the inspiration of God,
meaning they are God breathed. It is by that Word breathed that
made us man in the first place as in Genesis 2:7; and by that
breath Job 32:8 and Job 33:4 says God gives us understanding
and life. To profit in your ambassadorial role in the kingdom and
to be able to reproof, correct and instruct and teach in righteous-
ness, you need to know and understand the inspired word of God;
first for yourself, then afterwards to serve others in and out of the
kingdom.

As an ambassador, we can’t afford to work in error of not knowing
the full details of the guiding principles that govern the kingdom
we represent. Hence Jesus warns of us all in Matthew 22:29 of
many working in errors not knowing the constituent or constitu-
tion of their call to duty and the power behind that call, which is
available in the Word of God. Lots of people are found in errone-
ous faith today and multitudes choose to go to such places not
minding the consequences and some out of ignorance which the
scriptures says God overlook and wants all men to come to
knowledge of the truth as in - Acts 17:30-32 “And the times of
this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all
men everywhere to repent: 31 Because he hath appointed a
day, in the which he will judge the world in righteousness by that
man whom he hath ordained; whereof he hath given assurance
unto all men, in that he hath raised him from the dead.

Therefore, it is of paramount importance that all ambassadors
who by virtue of grace have come into the kingdom need to study
to know and understand for wisdom the Word of God. God’s ap-
proval is in those who study to know what they are being called
into as in 2 Timothy 2:15. Keep away from an erroneous person
and keep yourself from being in error; by studying to know for
yourself the demand of God to the place called “there”, that He
has placed you to serve as an ambassador.

b). Prayer: Communion of Grace

Luke 18:1 "And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men
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ought always to pray, and not to faint”

John 15:4-5 "Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot
bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye,
except ye abide in me. 5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He
that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much
fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.”

John 5:19-20 "Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily,
verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but
what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he
doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise. 20 For the Father
loveth the Son, and sheweth him all things that himself doeth: and
he will shew him greater works than these, that ye may marvel”

Acts 2:22 “Ye men of Israel, hear these words, Jesus of Naza-
reth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and won-
ders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye
yourselves also know”

2 Corinthians 13:8 "For we can do nothing against the truth,
but for the truth.”

Prayer is the ambassadorial life line about all it takes to do his
representation of the heavens on earth. In life, any ambassador
that breaks links from his home country wherefore he is sent,
will soonest be recalled home or given a persona non grata.
Not fit to represent His country. Jesus in His humanity repre-
sents heavens and said He can do nothing - meaning He can’t
represent God in His day to day life - except He hears from His
Father that have sent Him. The gospel books of Matthew Mark,
Luke and John records the powerful model of Jesus as an am-
bassador for all to study and learn of Him. It is this consultation
He has often with His Father God as John 5:19-20 that give
room to God’s approval as in Acts 2:22.

Jesus did not only show us as a model how to represent the
kingdom of God as ambassador and God’s embassy, He equally
indicates in John 15:4-5 that without such fellowship with Him,
we can do nothing; meaning we will be using our own formula
and not the heavenly principle. No wonder there are many strug-
gling today in the name of God. Go back to basics and you will
live a sweat-less and stress-less life in Christ Jesus. (Kindly go
back to the last edition of April 2013 edition to understand more
the need of dominion on your knees).

Apostle Paul understood these principles; hence in 2 Corinthi-
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ans 13:8, he said we can do nothing about the truth but for the
truth. Simply, because he knew that his life was consummated by
revelation through fellowship with Christ who has called him to be
an ambassador and His embassy. Hence Jesus said in Luke 18:1,
don’t be tired, weak or faint or give up in keeping touching with
the heaven in all life demands; and the responsibilities involving
the services of the ambassadorial role on earth. Keep me updated
the Lord says about the kingdom business in a continuous meet-
ing as touching what, how, where and when. He wants to get in-
volved with you in all the services of His words in all life situations
- Acts 5:20. How much I pray that you will allow God to show
you the path of life in this ambassadorial mission which is found in
His presence; in return so that you can find the joy and pleasure
of service as in Psalms 16:11.

Our Place: As Ambassadors

Jeremiah 17:12 "A glorious high throne from the begin-
ning is the place of our sanctuary”

Acts 1:1-3" The former treatise have I made, O The-
ophilus, of all that Jesus began both to do and teach,
Until the day in which he was taken up, after that he
through the Holy Ghost had given commandments unto
the apostles whom he had chosen: To whom also he
showed himself alive after his passion by many infallible
proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of
the things pertaining to the kingdom of God”

Acts 1:1-3 clearly says that when Christ came in humanity to
represent God for who He truly is, He began to DO - achieve, re-
store, redeem, refresh and re-awaken; and TEACH (show the
way) for us to achieve and live triumphantly again. Life is in the
doing and it's time for us to arise in faith in order to achieve our
desired goals and be a plus and not a minus to our generation.
Merely knowing of our ambassadorial mission is not enough to live
and achieve triumphantly except we understand the place and po-
sition of God for us as His ambassador to effect a positive change
to our generation. You are made for significance and wonders,
that's how you were and are born - fearfully and wonderfully
(Psalm 139:14-18). You must take your stand and live life to its
fullness.
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We have seen today in our world our economy melt down in
spite of all the 21°* century high-tech and skilled economics, poli-
ticians, intellectuals, scientist, financiers, technocrats’ etc. The
economy situation of the world has invariably affected families,
career opportunities, business entrepreneurships, relationships,
nations, dreams and aspirations and many others. If we must be
triumphant daily and in every place as ambassadors, we must
not only know our mission, we must put it to use. The ambassa-
dorial role is not for decoration but to position us to do signifi-
cant achievements and goals in life that will enhance our present
and give hope and aspirations to posterity. If all you can achieve
is what is only common to all men for today, you will soon be out
of date and irrelevant to the present and next generation. It’s all
about rising up and take you place’s in Christ.

If there is any time the world need significant intervention from
God, it’s today and in this generation. Every ambassador is in a
platform of champions, winners, overcomers, more than con-
querors, victors etc., no matter what state or season of life you
are now. The word of God and prayer is the answer to end that
opposition, bondage, harassment and setback placed by pharaoh
and his cohorts in your life, which tends to cripple your aspira-
tions and desired goals in life. God’s word and prayer is the talis-
man, the medicine to your mountains and valleys and circum-
stances affecting you at the moment. A willingness and obedi-
ence to the ambassadorial mission will end the stand still and
same circle pains; it will turn your shame to fame, your disap-
pointment to appointment, failure to success, hopelessness to
hope, fear to faith and test and trials to testimony. You can be
significant as CHRIST'S AMBASSADOR!
