When Jesus spit into the blind man eye that he may see,
that is, envision his sight to greatness, the man failed the
first test when Jesus asked him what do you see, in other
words, what do you envision. He said he saw men like
trees walking. That's how some people in the kingdom
are today. They can see in the natural but cant envision or
perceive the light of the scripture in their life, hence can't
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achieve, win and triumph nor reign in life by the scripture
in most of their life battles. Thank God for Jesus, in that
He gave the man another opportunity. He needed to do
it again for the blind man to see, envision, his life clearly
in the light of His presence. He can touch you again, if
you call on him.

If you are in this state of life today, of not knowing what
life is all about for you, this month’s theme is made or
assigned for you as a wakeup call for you to arise and
envision so that both you and those that you care about
and could have affected positively can now begin to
experience the glorious changes needed to reign in life
excellently by the act of - Envisioning it.

b. Prophet Jeremiah:

“Then the word of the LORD came to me, saying: 5  Before

c. Abraham! Father of Faith:

“And the LORD said to Abram, afler Lot had separated from him:

Abraham - in Genesis 13:14-18. This was the defining
moment on his pathway to greatness and to reign in life
excellently. The Lord God told Abraham that he could
inherit as far as his eye could see - that is - whatever he
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envisioned he would possess. Genesis 13:15.

What more can | say about Abraham. He began life again
and reigned over all limitations excellently as in the Holy
Writ. The scripture makes it very clear to us in Galatians
3:14-14, 26-28 and in many other scriptures that we
share in Abrahamic blessings. But if you can’t envision it,
it will be an illusion.

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The great Apostle Paul, who wrote more than half of
the New Testament could not have become what he
became except by what he saw, that is, envisioned. He
saw at midday, at the fulness of the Sun eclipse, when all
things could be seen clearly, something beyond what his
natural instinct could have perceived.

He envisioned beyond the natural even though he was a
very learned man. Itis that sort of envisioned atmosphere
that made him reign in life to fulfil all about God that
concerned him. He saw - envisioned - the Son of God
(the true light of the World) and not the Sun (limited
natural light of the world) shown around him.

Until you begin to envision the plan, purpose and
pursuit of God for your life in the person of Christ, who
is the WORD of God, your destined intent to reign in life

excellently is not fully insured, assured and secured - 1
John 5:7; John 1:1-5, 12, 14.

e. Prophet Isaiah:

“In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord
sitting on a throne, high and lfled up, and the train of His
robe filled the temple. 2 Above 1t stood seraphim; each one had
six wings: with two he covered his face, with two he covered
fus feet, and with two he flew. 3 And one cried to another and
sard: “Holy, holy, holy ts the LORD of hosts; The whole
earth 1s_full of His glory!”

Until prophet Isaiah - King Uzziah - died, he could not see
and perceive, that is, envision the glorious positioning
of his life and ministry. When the flesh, the carnal nature
died out of him, Isaiah for the first time saw and perceived
-envisioned - the fullness of His destiny in God.

Before Isaiah Chapter six (6), Isaiah was in the pocket
of his King Uzziah and His God was absent in his plan,
purpose and pursuit. There are many so called believers
in Christ who are like Isaiah before chapter six (6) in the
Church today whose destiny is only tied to their job or
worldly possession and position. Outside that, God is not
a major decision maker in their life. They are strangers
