Others indicate that
December 25this notthe day on which Christwas born but
in October.These peoplealsosaythatHe wasbornspiritual
and not with physical nature. According to some it is for
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pagans and Satanists due to the glamorous events and
activities that are now associated to this date especially
with the financial indiscipline and indebtedness people
entangle themselves into as a result of the celebration
and commemoration in quote.

Justbecausetheenemy pervertsanddistortsthe meaning
and essence of the celebration of Christmas, does not
mean that we should let go of that which we believe is of
God - that is, Christ was born for us all according to the
scriptures.

For me and every supposed Spirit born child of God, what
is vital in the whole scenario of indifference is that Christ
wasbornintheflesh-humanity. Thisis withoutcontroversy
as endorsed in 1 Timothy 3:16.
