action in a certain period of time; It's to set an assignment
for an activity or event; and more. Ecclesiastes 3:1-8, 11;

In life we all have equal to 60seconds in a minute, 60minutes
in an hour, 24hrs in a day, 7days in a week, 4weeks in a
month or 52weeks in a year or 365days in a year, as in the
Year 2020; and a leap year of 366days when it shows up as
in this Year2021. Know for sure that in life everyone has
equal time and equal opportunity but the how, when and
what and where you do your life with your God given TIME
is what shapes your destiny. Hence there's the need to en-
sure that your time is spent on things that advance, increase,
multiply and add to your life and not on things that subtract,
divide and limit you as they may have in the previous Year
2020; hence the need to redeem the TIME for life days are
challenging - Ephesians 5:14-16; Colossians 4:5.

*B. Effort: Physical/Mental Exertion/Expending to earn or
acquire a reward. Luke 10:25-28; Mark 12:28-30. Colos-
sians 3:17, 22-25; 4:1; Ephesians 6:5-9; 2 Chronicles
15:7; Zachariah 4:6.

You are given a basic strength of faith and enabling grace to
meet your life challenges, that is, as God had dealt to every
man THE MEASURE of FAITH - Romans 12:3 and THE
MEASURE OF GRACE - Ephesians 4:7, to triumph and soar
in dominion, and not with A MEASURE of FAITH and A
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MEASURE OF GRACE as some had acclaimed - Romans
5:1-2; The How, What, When and Where you spend your
energy of FAITH on, shapes you. Diligence and prudence on
your effort towards the cause of greatness and greater life
will make you great and POSSIBILITIES available to you. Do
not put your strength on wishy-washy, foolish and slothful
activities in order to enhance the quality of your life in the
Year 2021. It's your year to thrive, colour and blossom your
life with purpose and fulfilment in the greater life - Romans
12:3; Proverbs 22:29; 10:4; 27:23; 12:24; 13:4; Isaiah
52:13; Mark 12:33; 1 John 4:4 etc.

*C. Finance: Defined as Cash/Kind to be expended for a
cause. This is the management of money and credit and
banking and investments towards a given cause or purpose.
1 Timothy 6:10; Mathew 6:24; Luke 16:10-13; Ecclesi-
astes 7:12; 10:19; Matthew 22:19-21; Matthew 23:23;
Malachi 3:7-12.

When you play with not paying your tithe and act of good-
will offering to advance the kingdom of God and to your fel-
low men as you faithfully pay your taxes to the state without
questions, even as God blesses you and brings you to places
of financial opportunities and prosperity, it means you dug or
are digging a hole for yourself. if you also refuse to save and
or reinvest into your job, business or career and such like,
that means you are treading on dangerous ground. There's
the need to be faithful to your God's tithe and offering, Cae-
sar taxes, Business reinvestment and personal savings to en-
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hance the quality of your life in Year 2021 - Psalm 49:6-9;
Proverbs 23:5; Matthew 23:23; Matthew 22:19-21.
